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Frequently Asked Questions

Will it not be cold because it's a tent?
No, the Big Top is fully heated. It is very cosy.

Toilets.

Parking. Where can we park?

Official parking is at Scott Ellis off Old Mill Road - follow the AA signage. It's
only a 300m walk so closer than the retail park and is lined with festoon
lighting, festive music and panto trivia to kick off your experience.
